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* How to make an impact on governments? 

* How to stop them spending billions of dollars on weapons and war, while millions starve and suffer needlessly, and the planet overheats? 

* How to persuade the private sector – and rich financiers - to invest in products and services that respond to human need and ecological sustainability, rather than threaten our security in the name of protecting it? 

* How to mobilise our fellow citizens and taxpayers, to gather people together and make a difference?

These are some of the questions addressed in this book, which is a follow-up to IPB's earlier volume Warfare or Welfare? Disarmament for Development in the 21st Century. While that work attempted to describe the nature of the problems facing us, the new book sketches out some approaches to campaigning to oppose militarism, and offers summary accounts of 18 projects being undertaken by civil society groups around the world. 
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
